TOURNAMENTS RULES & REGULATIONS

1. All CHA, OHF, NOHA rules shall apply.

2. Each team will be permitted a maximum of 19 players, including goaltenders.

No change in team roster will be allowed after the first game.

3. All affiliated players must be declared prior to the first game played by presenting appropriate documentation. 

4. PEEWEE to MIDGET House League games: 3 x (10 minute periods) stop time periods.
 ****All teams MUST be dressed 30 minutes prior to game time****

6. No overtime in the round robin games.

7. At the end of the round robin play or divisional play, TIES shall be broken as follows;

a. If two teams are tied, the winner of the game between the two shall advance.

b. If two or more teams are still tied, goals for and against average will be used. Goals for and against average is determined as follows:

TOTAL GOALS FOR DIVIDED BY TOTAL GOALS FOR & AGAINST. 

c. If goals for and against is the same, the team with the least penalty minutes shall advance.

d. If still tied a shoot out between both teams shall prevail.  This will be a 5 on 5 style of shoot out.

8. All overtime periods shall be 2 minutes stop-time sudden death play

a. FIRST overtime period: 
3 skaters + goalie 

b. SECOND overtime period: 2 skaters + goalie

c. THIRD overtime period: 
1 skater + goalie 

NOTE: If any penalty is called during OT play, a player shall be added to the opposing team and the penalized/player shall not return to the ice for the duration of the penalty.

9. All disputes, protests and misunderstandings will be reviewed by the tournament committee and their decision will be FINAL.

10. Any player who receives a MAJOR penalty shall be ejected from the game. Any player who receives MATCH penalty shall be ejected from the game and suspended from the remainder of the tournament.

11. The mercy rule will be in effect after a five goal spread. The clock will run straight time after the 2nd period, even if the spread is reduced.

12. The tournament committee reserves the right to suspend or have removed from the arena facilities any player, team official or spectator whose conduct is deemed to be detrimental to the tournament.
13. Tournament rules may be subject to change and teams will be notified prior to their first game.
